Frequently Asked Questions  
 

How much does it cost? 

There is no charge.  
 

Do I get anything at the end of the 
course? 
No, you don’t get a certificate! However, if 
sometime later you find yourself undertaking 
more formal training it will not only stand you 
in good stead but may allow you to gain 
some extra credits. 
 

Do I need to come to all three 
sessions? 
Yes. Although each session is complete in 
itself, it builds on what has gone before. 
Obviously illness etc may intervene, but you 
should aim to come to all three sessions. 
 

What sorts of things will be 
covered? 
We will start with ourselves, considering our 
strengths, styles, characteristics and 
passions. We will look at a Biblical model for 
the way in which God calls and equips 
people for varieties of service in the home, 
the workplace, the community and the 
church. We will consider how and where 
God may want us to make a difference.

Advisor, should I still come? 
Yes, indeed. This course will support the 
work you are doing there, but will not 
duplicate that work.
