In 2006 we held a combined Lent Course with the URC/Methodist Circuit in our area.

Most of our churchyards have conservation areas.

In response to the Diocesan Environmental Policy energy use is being reviewed in each of our
churches.

All our churches support charities such as CMS, Tear Fund, Christian Aid, and Diocesan Lent
Projects.

Traidcraft stalls operate in two of our churches and at some benefice services.

A Healing Service is offered on four times a year
